Opening


A.
Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 9:15 a.m. by DIAA Chairperson Mark Holodick.


B.
Roll Call

C.
Approval of Agenda

Mr. Holodick commented that there was one amendment to the agenda which was an appeal to the State Board of Education. Mr. Reed made a motion to accept the agenda with the addendum.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Allen and carried unanimously.

D.  Approval of Minutes of the July 13, 2006 Board of Directors’ Meeting

Ms. Samonisky made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 13, 2006 Board of Directors’ Meeting as submitted. The motion was seconded by Mr. Wagner and carried unanimously. 

E.
DIAA Financial Report

Mr. Charles reviewed the financial report and commented that the income for July was due largely from the money received from Nike and from money for the wrestling program sales. Mr. Charles then reviewed the expenses for the month of July. Mr. Williams made a motion to accept the financial report. The motion was seconded by Ms. Wilbur and carried unanimously.

III.
Action Items

A.
Request for Waiver of 14 DE Admin Code 1009.2.7 for TD



Paul Parets; teacher at A.I. DuPont High School, Larry Cylc; football coach at A. I. DuPont High School, Mr. D.; parent of student, and student were in attendance to present this request. The student requested a closed hearing. Mr. Williams made a motion to go into executive session because the student requested a closed hearing as an exception to the freedom of information act for protection or privacy of pupil files. The motion was seconded by Mr. Reed and carried unanimously. Ms. Fontello explained that there are 17 voting members of which only 11 members were present at this meeting and they would need 10 affirmative votes to pass this request. The student and his Father confirmed that they understood and wished to proceed and the waiver hearing continued. After receiving all the testimony, Ms. Wilbur made a motion to go into deliberation. The motion was seconded by Dr. Sole and carried unanimously. Mr. Williams made a motion to come out of deliberation. The motion was seconded by Mr. Reed and carried unanimously. Mr. Williams made a motion to come out of executive session. The motion was seconded by Mr. Wagner and carried unanimously. Dr. Sole made a motion to accept the waiver request for a full year of eligibility based upon the hardship presented in the hearing. The motion was seconded by Mr. Williams and carried unanimously. 


B.
Approval of Agreement with Purchase Officials Supplies Northeast
Mr. Charles explained that DIAA is working towards an agreement with a company that sells officials equipment to referees and officials associations. Mr. Charles explained that this company would be recognized as the official supplier and would be present at rules clinics. Mr. Charles stated that DIAA would receive an annual stipend from this company and DIAA would in turn use this money towards officials recognition and development. Mr. Charles explained that he was asking for the Boards approval of the concept and to be able to move forward to this agreement. Ms. Corrado made a motion to allow Mr. Charles to move forward in developing a contract. The motion was seconded by Mr. Allen and carried unanimously. 

C.
Approval of Tournament Sanctions


Mr. Charles explained that the requests for sanction have all met the normal review process and recommends sanctioning. Mr. Williams made a motion to accept the requests for sanction. The motion was seconded by Ms. Samonisky and carried unanimously.  
D.
Approval of NFHS Volleyball Experiment in DE
Mr. Charles explained that DIAA was approached by the National Federation of High Schools regarding an experiment they would like to try in volleyball which is allowing the libero to serve. Mr. Charles reminded the members of the Board that last year they approved the use of a libero which is a defensive specialist. Ms. Corrado commented that the Volleyball Committee is in favor of this but that she has not heard back yet from the coaches association. Mr. Charles commented that the officials committee is also in favor. Sister Ann Michele made a motion to accept this experiment. The motion was seconded by Ms. Wilbur and carried unanimously.
E. Approval of Colonial & Brandywine’s Request for Alternate Middle School Wrestling Season.
Mr. Charles explained that the Colonial and Brandywine School Districts were requesting to have an alternate wrestling season to help better utilize their gym facilities. Mr. Allen made a motion to approve the request. The motion was seconded by Ms. Corrado and carried unanimously.

Mr. Charles reviewed a self-reported violation by Fred Savino, Glasgow High School athletic director, on illegal contact with a middle school student.

Mr. Charles reviewed a possible new logo for DIAA. The members of the Board asked for a couple other designs.

C.
State Council for Persons with Disabilities/Brain Injury Committee

Mr. Charles commented on a meeting he attended with the state Council for Persons with Disabilities. Mr. Charles stated that the Brain Injury Committee has created a card that they would like distributed to football and soccer coaches and other contact sports. Mr. Charles explained that it is an informational sheet for signs and symptoms of concussions or potential concussions.

New Athletic Director Workshop


Mr. Charles informed the Board of the New Athletic Directors Workshop held on August 8, 2006. Mr. Charles stated that there were fourteen athletic directors in attendance.

Student leadership Conference


Mr. Charles commented on the Third Annual student Leadership Conference that is being held this weekend. Mr. Charles stated that Sebrina Perialas is the coordinator of this conference and does an outstanding job. 

F.
K.M. appeal to State Board of Education of DIAA Board Denial of Request for 5th Year of Eligibility


Ms. Fontello stated that the waiver request that was denied by the Board at the June meeting for KM has appealed to the State Board of Education. Ms. Fontello reviewed the appeal process and time frame. She also advised that the Secretary of Education has appointed Jeff Fleming as the hearing officer on this appeal and oral arguments are tentatively scheduled for September 5, 2006.
V.
Other


Mr. Charles commented that the Sportsmanship Sub-Committee selected five winners for the Sportsmanship Award which are William Penn High School, Newark High School, A. I. DuPont High School, Hodgson Vo-Tech High School, and Tower Hill School.


Mr. Charles then reminded the Board of the T-Mobile Basketball Tournament and stated that St. Elizabeth High School was invited to participate.


Mr. Williams commented that he has been asked to help Appoquinimink School District in their transition of the new high school. Mr. Williams explained that they will be transferring all the 9th graders that are currently in Middletown High School to a temporary high school at a different location. Mr. Williams commented that the district is trying to do this and stay in line with DIAA rules in allowing the 9th graders to participate in athletics. 

Ms. Fontello advised the Board that she will be beginning leave in October for approximately 6 months and tentatively the plan is to have Mary Cooke, past DAG, fill in and represent the Board during her absence.
