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What is the purpose of the Students with Interrupted Formal Education (SIFE) Oral Interview?
· The SIFE is a diagnostic tool to identify Students with Interrupted Formal Education who may need intense or specialized English language learner services. 
Who will take the SIFE Oral Interview?
· The SIFE Oral Interview should only be administered to students who are entering grades 2-12 and are a part of one of the following ELL subgroups: 
· Immigrant
· Binational
· Foreign Exchange
· Refugee
Where does the SIFE Oral Interview fit into the overall identification process for English Language Learners (ELLs)?
· Schools should continue with the ELL identification process before administering the SIFE Oral Interview. The Oral Interview is not a substitution but an additional assessment to determine if a student is SIFE. The Oral Interview should be given after the Home Language Survey (HLS) and WIDA-ACCESS Placement Test (W-APT) have been administered. 
Is the SIFE Oral Interview available in multiple languages?
· At this time, the form is available only in English.  The district/charter may need to use a translator or interpreter to complete the SIFE Oral Interview. 
Who would benefit from the SIFE Oral Interview?
· The SIFE Oral Interview will benefit both the ELL student and the district.  The district/charter will benefit from conducting the SIFE in order to determine the literacy interventions required for the SIFE/ELL student to be successful and to plan appropriate interventions.  The SIFE/ELL student will receive program services more directly geared toward his/her level.
Who can we contact if we do not have staff members who speak a student’s native language?
· Districts and charters should secure an interpreter using the Delaware DOE approved translation service vendor list.
