employee is to provide the needs and meeting those needs of our EL/Students
classified as living in poverty is a focus for us every year. We recognize that many of
our low income and EL students have demonstrated difficulty with anxiety,
attention/concentration, participation and involvement with academic work, and
feelings associated with grief and loss as a direct result of increased exposure to
trauma within the home environment.
