DELAWARE SCHOOL SUCCESS FRAMEWCRK (DSSF)

The Delaware School Success Framework (DSSF) is a statewide system for measuring school performance in key areas. This tool is
designed to help the public understand the full spectrum of how schools perform, giving a comparison to others in the district and the
state. The DSSF is also used to identify each school's needs and to determine how to best support students in schools across the state.
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Supporting All Students

Delaware operates under the belief that all schools benefit from continuous improvement - including those that receive exceeds
expectations ratings — to best support all students. The DSSF identifies, for educators and the public, areas where students need the
most support and follows a cycle of conducting needs assessments, planning for improvement, implementing and monitoring

improvement, and performing annual evaluations and reporting.

Every three years, Delaware identifies Title | and non-Title | schools that need additional support to best serve their students. The
lowest-performing 5% of school scores receive comprehensive support and improvement (CSI) for all students. Schools with groups of
students (such as students with disabilities or English learners) performing in the lowest 5% of school scores receive targeted support

and improvement (TSI) for their student groups.
